Chapter House Policies 

1) Fireplaces – are not to be used due to safety and fire concerns.  Fireplace usage can be VERY dangerous. 

2) Smoke Detectors in Bedrooms and through the house – do not disconnect, remove or cover smoke detectors for any reason.  There are there for your safety!

3) Dish TV installation – is not permitted.  Chapter houses are equipped with Greeknet which included Penn Video Cable Service. 

a. Houses on Walnut and Spruce Streets interested in additional service besides PVN, have the option of Comcast HD and should contact Comcast directly.

i. This service would be for common area (living room) televisions only and would not extend to bedrooms.

b. Houses on Locust Walk and landlocked areas of S. 36th and S. 39th Streets 

i. Are not in the current Comcast Service Area

ii. Consideration for satellite/dish service will be done on a case by case basis

1. A house would need to contact a third party vendor and obtain a written proposal stating where the satellite would be installed on the side of the building (please note: no installation is permitted on roofs) 

2. Final approval regarding installation location, and other necessary considerations will be made by OFSA/VPUL Facilities in consultation with the Office of the University Architect.

c.   Under no circumstances are University ISC/PVN wiring or systems to be 
used if satellite service is approved or Comcast HD Service is installed.

4) Sprinkler lines in bedrooms – students are not permitted to hang anything from the sprinkler pipes in their bedrooms.  Do not cover or paint sprinkler heads.
5) Storage in Hallways – storage of any kind (boxes, furniture, etc,) is not permitted in hallways of the houses.  Use designated rooms only for storage while you reside in the house.  There is no summer storage permitted.  Any storage found will be removed at the owner’s or chapter’s expense.
6) Uses of Washers and Dryers – do not “overload” the washers and dryers.  Do not put sneakers in the machines because they ruin the mechanism inside the machines.  Remember to remove LINT after each use of the washer and dryer.
7) Uses of kitchen – if you use the kitchen in your chapter house you are responsible for making sure you clean up after yourself after each use.  Make sure stove burners are turned off, trash is taken out, and dirty dishes/utensils/pots and pans are not left in the sink.
8) No Live Christmas Trees – live trees are NOT permitted per the University Fire Safety Policies.  
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
