CHAPTER HOUSE KEY LOGS
In recent years, increasing numbers of chapter members have failed to turn in their keys to chapter house bedrooms.  In some cases, so many keys have been found missing that entire house lock systems have had to be replaced at a great expense to the Chapter’s budget.  Several chapter members have reportedly heard stories of rogue chapter keys circulating the campus in the possession of non-chapter members.  In past summers, a few chapter houses reported break-ins and thefts despite no visible signs of forced entry found by University Police, further illustrating the seriousness of this issue.

For these reasons, we have adopted the Card Swipe Penn Card Exterior Lock System and we require a key log system for all bedroom doors to better enable us all to monitor and track chapter house keys.  We ask that you have your chapter members complete the bedroom key log and return it to OFSA so that we can make a copy to keep on file.  At the completion of the school year, we will have a record of what bedroom keys were not turned in and, together with your alumni/ae board, can hold those negligent members accountable.  ANY LOST, MISSING OR NON-RETURNED KEYS WILL RESULT IN A $100 FINE FOR THE RESIDENT THE KEY WAS ISSUED TO.
Completed key logs should be returned to OFSA NO LATER THAN Monday,  September 14, 2009 at 4 p.m.

Safety and security are our greatest shared concern; only by working together can we greatly reduce the number of incidents involving breaches of security in the chapter houses.
