PLEASE READ AND POST FOR CHAPTER HOUSE RESIDENTS
IT IS IMPORTANT THAT EVERYONE LIVING IN YOUR HOUSE REALIZES THAT THEY MUST BE CAREFUL WITH FOOD THEY HAVE IN THEIR ROOMS AND IN THE KITCHEN AREAS.  PLEASE make sure that everyone is aware of the following:
1. Food MUST be kept in sealed containers.  Food that is NOT sealed properly will attract ants, cockroaches and the like.  (Plastic bags are not sufficient as mice or insects can chew through them easily – hard plastic containers should be used.)
2. Food should NOT be prepared in bedrooms.  If your house's kitchen is open to summer residents that should be the ONLY place that food is prepared. AND, The cooking areas MUST be cleaned thoroughly when residents are through.
3. Trash/garbage, especially food stuff, MUST be disposed of properly.  Make sure it is put in HEAVY-DUTY trash bags.  The trash bags MUST be removed to the appropriate dumpster as frequently as possible.  Chapters should work out a schedule and who is responsible for trash removal so that it is taken
4. Windows and doors MUST be properly closed and/or screened to prevent insects and rodents from entering the building.

5. Any spilled beverages should be cleaned up/mopped up immediately as they will attract insects.

PLEASE remember that this is a joint responsibility of the residents, you as house managers, and the regular servicing you receive by Terminix (university houses) or the company that you may have a pest control contract with.  Attached is a "Sighting Log" you can post and .
