Shelter in Place Emergency Box
The VPUL Student Facilities Team has put together information and materials for each chapter house, in case they are needed.  As we are all aware, The Department of Home Land Security has encouraged all citizens and institutions to look at what they have in place in case of an emergency.  This is also known as “Shelter-in-Place.”

All University Fraternity and Sorority houses have an emergency situation supply box in the basement of their houses.  These boxes include basic information and supplies such as water, a flash light, list of residents for each building and other instructional and basic supplies that might be needed in an emergency (see attached list).  The boxes are secured to the wall/floor in the room of each house that has been identified as the “safe room.”  If you need more information about which room this is in your house, please contact Clinton McCartney at OFSA.  The boxes have a combination lock on them.  In case of an emergency, VPUL Student Facilities and OFSA Staffers have been assigned to specific blocks/areas where our houses are located to serve as "Zone Directors" and coordinate needed responses.  Chapter Presidents and House Managers will serve as House Captains and assist the Zone Directors.  The lock combination will be given to house managers and chapter presidents so they can open the boxes in case of an emergency and a staffer cannot get to your house.  The supplies and information that are included in these boxes will be checked and information updated every six months. 
Because we cannot lock these boxes up in areas that house managers, chapter presidents or residents cannot access them, we need everyone’s cooperation in making sure the boxes are not tampered with.  Supplies are costly and we do not have the manpower to check them all the time to be sure nothing has been taken from them.  THEREFORE, please advise all members of you chapter, both residents and non-resident members, that should items be missing from the boxes when they are periodically checked, the chapter will be held responsible for the cost of replacing missing items.  This will NOT be covered by your University operating budget.  Reimbursement will be expected from your chapter treasurer within 10 days of written receipt of a statement outlining what was missing and the cost to replace those items.

We are sharing this information with you at this time to let you know that the safety of your members is paramount and emergency preparedness is part of our agenda to provide safe living conditions in our chapter houses that are supportive of your education experience at the University.
