RE:        INCLEMENT WEATHER - SNOW & ICE REMOVAL 

Arrangements have been made for snow and ice removal at University Houses with a private landscaping contractor.  All University houses will have the services provided and the cost taken from the maintenance line of their operating budget.  

University Chapters with parking lots - please make sure that people with cars in your lot know they will need to be moved so that lots can be cleared as thoroughly as possible. I suggest that you put together a listserv for these people so you can get information to them a.s.a.p. and/or have their telephone numbers handy!  OFSA Facilities staff will be in touch with the house managers/parking coordinators to try to schedule a time for plowing the parking lots or all cars can be moved so the lot can be cleared as thoroughly as possible.

Privately owned properties are encouraged to contact me and consider these services unless they already have snow/ice removal plans in place. 

Chapters in leased properties need to make sure that their landlord is providing these services or you are taking care of it as agreed to in your lease agreement. 

As a precaution for the bad weather it is recommended that all houses have at least one shovel available for use in stormy weather and a bag/container of ice melt in your chapter house. If you need to purchase a shovel or ice melt, please let OFSA know.  We also keep a few extra bags of ice melt in our office in case it is needed.  Each chapter must consider its risk management and liability responsibilities and make sure that steps and sidewalks are cleaned when a storm does occur and until the contractor can get there. The contractor will be at your house as soon as possible when a storm occurs depending upon the amount of snow accumulation and duration of the storm.
